GENERAL

RULES
(a) Sails shall comply with the class rules in force at the time of certification.

CERTIFICATION

(a) The official measurer shall certify mainsails and headsails in the tack
and spinnakers in the head and shall sign and date the certification mark.

(b) The RY A may appoint one or more persons at a sailmaker to measure and
certify sails produced by that manufacturer in accordance with the ISAF
In-house Certification (IHC) Guidelines.

SAILMAKER

(a) No licence is required.

(b) The weight in g/m? of the body of the sail shall be indelibly marked near
the head point by the sailmaker together with the date and his signature or
stamp.

MAINSAIL

IDENTIFICATION

(a) The class insignia shall conform with the dimensions and requirements as
detailed in the diagram contained in H1 and be placed in accordance with
that diagram.

(b) The national letters and sail numbers shall comply with the RRS except
where prescribed otherwise in these class rules.
MATERIALS
(a) The ply fibres shall consist of polyester.
(b) Stiffening shall consist of:
(1) Cornerboards, aluminium or plastic.
(2) Battens, GRP, foam or wood.
(c) Sail reinforcement shall consist of the same materials permitted in the
body of the sail.
CONSTRUCTION
(a) The construction shall be: soft sail, single ply sail.
(b) The body of the sail shall consist of woven ply throughout.
(c) The sail shall have 4 batten pockets in the leech.

(d) The sail shall be constructed so that it can be reefed by means of slab
reefing at not less than two points adjacent to the luff, two points adjacent
to the leech and not less than three corresponding points in the body of the
sail.

(¢) The following are permitted: Stitching, glues, webbing, woven or PTFE
tapes, bolt ropes, corner eyes, corner rings, Velcro or other fastening,
headboard with fixings, Cunningham eye or pulley, one flattening eye
adjacent to the leech, reefing points, batten pocket patches, batten pocket
elastic, batten pocket end caps, batten retaining devices, mast and boom
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slides, leech line with cleat, windows, tell tales, sail shape indicator stripes
and items as permitted or prescribed by other applicable rules.

H.2.1 The weight of the hull shell including internal mouldings, main bulkhead, mast
support strut, main saloon berth structures including tops and sides, fore and aft
stringers in forecabin and main cabin, half bulkhead beneath cockpit and
forestay attachment plate shall, as certified by the builder, be not less than

340kg.

H.2.2 The weight of the deck moulding including bow well structure shall, as certified

by the builder, be not less than 155kg.
